	Pre-Assessment: bellringer of listing, in their sketchbook, their initial thoughts on what street art is
Formative Assessment(s): students will have a class discussion on preconceived ideas from their bellringer exercise to share their thoughts and promote a community-type consensus of understanding. Students will be asked to give 2 examples of street art they have seen in their own neighborhood/community. The teacher will make a list of the artworks for examination and present them in the following lesson. They will use their initial thoughts from their bell ringer to discuss the importance of the artwork and why they think the artist (1) choose that space and (2) how it benefits the community.   
Summative Assessment: students will write a short essay, as homework, as a pro/con approach on the topic of street art.

Summative Assessment: students will write a short essay, as homework, in relation to an emotion that connects them to street art.
